for the Next—Generation Scholarship Program

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This scholarship was established based on a donation from Dr. Akiko Eriguchi, an alumna of our university
who is currently affiliated with Microsoft Corporation (U.S.), and it reflects her wishes to support and
encourage the next generation of scholars.

The objective is to expand and promote diversity in academic, research, and social activities. By having
students from different backgrounds, values, and experiences learn from and inspire one another, we
aim to realize a more creative and sustainable academic environment. We also hope that recipients of
this scholarship will pass the torch to the next generation, expanding the circle of diversity promotion.

Accordingly, we are now opening the application period for the 2026 "Next-Generation Scholarship" as
follows.
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1. Eligibility (Application Requirements)

Applicants must be students enrolled in the Doctoral Program (Ph.D.) who meet all of the following
conditions (including those officially accepted for enroliment):

1. Must be scheduled to be enrolled (excluding those on leave) in the Doctoral Program at the
Graduate School of Information Science and Technology, the University of Tokyo, as of April
2026.

2. Must be female OR caring for children not yet in elementary school (must satisfy at least one of
these two conditions, gender is not a factor in the latter case).

3. Must be highly motivated in academic pursuits and research, and be willing to contribute to
gender equality and diversity promotion activities at the Graduate School of Information
Science and Technology.

4. Must have outstanding academic records and research achievements, and demonstrate interest
in or contribution to diversity promotion in academic, research, and social activities.

3. Grant Amount and Payment Method

A total of ¥100,000 JPY will be paid in a lump sum around April 2026 (No repayment obligation).

February 2, 2026 (Mon) — February 27, 2026 (Fri)

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The selection results (acceptance/rejection) will be notified only to the accepted applicants via email by
March 31, 2026.

® Applications containing incomplete or false information will be excluded from the selection
process.

® Concurrent receipt of this scholarship with other scholarships is not restricted by this program.
However, applicants must individually confirm if other scholarship regulations prohibit
concurrent receipt.

® If significantly inappropriate matters are identified after the grant decision, the scholarship may
be suspended or revoked.
