Japanese students should collect points of international activities, in place of Japanese language course
for international students.

Joining programs at foreign universities or international conferences

1 point for a night stay with activities abroad (except flying on night, day without activities such
as the stay before and after events, weekends and holidays). To obtain the points, students must
submit a copy of their e-tickets and documents explaining the activity details (such as a
conference website or e-mails from foreign universities) to the Office of International Relations.
Two (2) points are additionally given if one does an oral presentation in international conference
held abroad (but poster presentations and exhibitions are not counted). Attach conference
program, in this case.

By the effect of COVID-19, students may have difficulties conducting activities aboard. In
academic year 2022-2023, we will therefore give 2 points for an oral presentation given in an
online international conference. We will also give 1 point per one day of participation in an
international conference organized online.

Joining  exchange  activities with  international  students, arranged by IST

1 point per 1 participation. At the participation, students should prepare a specified format and
ask signature by a faculty member of the International Center for Information Science and
Technology, or a staff of the Office of International Relations. Send the signed form to Office of
International Relations by the intra-university postal service.
